1. Noun: 

The noun can be a subject of a verb, an object of a verb or a 

complement of a preposition. 

2. Pronoun: 

The pronoun can be a subject of a verb, an object of a verb or a 

complement of a preposition. 

3. Adjective: 
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The adjective ads qualifications and attributes to the noun or to 

the pronoun. There are seven types of adjectives: 

ü Demonstrative adjectives: this, that, these, those. 

ü Possessive adjectives: my, your, his, her, its, our, your, 

their. 

ü Comparative adjectives: better, nicer, cƭŜǾŜǊŜǊΧ 

ü Superlative adjectives: ōŜǎǘΣ ƴƛŎŜǎǘΣ ŎƭŜǾŜǊŜǎǘΧ 

ü Qualified adjectives: they are used to describe another

4. Verb: 

The verb is used to express actions, emotions and reflections. It 

is the important element in the English sentence. 

There are two types of verbs: 

ü Strong verbs: they are the verbs that do not form the past 

tense and past participle by adding ed to the stem. 

Instead, strong verbs change at least the vowel and 

sometimes the entire stem. For example: sing, sang;  

ü Weak verbs: the auxiliaries and the modals. In English 

language, there are three auxiliaries: 

V Be:  it is used in continuous tenses.  

V Have: it is used in perfect tenses. 

V Do: it is used to express negation, questions and 

emphasis. 
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Concerning the modals, the system of modality is based on 

three elements: 

ü Obligation: legal, vital or moral obligation. 

ü Ability:   

×  Capacity: physique or mental. 

× possibility 

ü Voluntary

The adverb is used to modify the verbs, adjectives and others 

adverbs.
